Symposium will take place in small village Mazunino of Sarapulski region in Udmurt Republic which is situated next to the river Kama. 

Content of the event:
During 10 days artists will be involved to creative work as:

· creation of new arts at the place
· ethnofuturistic trainings for beginners
· other ethnofuturictic events and ‘happenings’ 
· exhibition of works in the village, in the city Sarapul
